Minutes for February 5, 2008

Food committee was going to go talk to Tim Lockett.

Security reported that Eileen and Brandon had met, and trying to set up a more mutual time for all members and were going to talk to Jerry Mance.

Lina and Matt Richardson came to the meeting around 6p from a Omnicom Delta Kappa meeting. 

Dancing with the Professors: The freshmen reported that they had met with Lina and everything was coming together. They were going to be making tickets, flyers and signage within the next few weeks. They would be promoting that there be NO flash photography. Discussion included pre-selling tickets, and marketing that all funds raised would be going towards the Library fund. Dancers would receive one (1) comp ticket, and they would be responsible for getting their tickets for their family. Prices for the tickets were motioned and carried as follows: $3/$5 for students (pre/door), $5/$15 for faculty and staff, and $15/$20 for all outsiders (those not an active part of the campus community.) A price for children would be discussed. Discussion also included how many people we should plan on being in attendance, ranging from 250-400. A gift card for Jennifer Bolduc was thought of, with the SGA giving a set amount and that dance partners would contribute more to the card. The SGA contribution was decided at $250 with Suzie’s and Lina’s approval. Freshmen would meet with Lina on Friday at 9:30 to go over things.

The juniors meeting with Lisa Black from Alumni was canceled and rescheduled for the following week, Tuesday at 5 in Lina’s office.

Now that a quorum was in place, a motion was moved to vote on all of the constitution as a whole. Katie moved, and Allison Perry seconded. There was no discussion. It would now be put on the president/vice-president ballot.

The “Ring Bling Thing” was rolling along with JR reporting that he had talked to Vickie in catering and was getting a menu together. Friday, March 7 2008 in Boyd at 4 (everyone meeting at 3 to set up) 

Time came to vote on a new sophomore senator. Both JR and Katie gave a short spiel about Debbie Stern and Tim Maloney. A “secret” ballot of all heads down consisted of the vote, and Debbie was elected. Katie would tell Debbie.

Persons with no tie to the upcoming elections were asked to volunteer for the Electoral Commission. Various people were asked to stay back for a few minutes with Lina to make meeting times.
